9   LICENSING ACT 2003: SECTION 53A - INTERIM STEPS HEARING PENDING 

SUMMARY REVIEW OF PREMISES LICENCE

relation to a Section 53A(l)(b) of the Licensing Act 2003, Pending a Review of a 
Premises Licence.
